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PARKS, RECREATION, & ENTERTAINMENT
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Hanauma Bay State Underwater Park
At Hanauma Bay Beach Park, 0.3 miles east of Hawaii Kai off Kalaniana'ole Highway (Highway 72).  Observation of reef fishes and corals through snorkeling or SCUBA diving; good area for novices. Swimming. Adjoining land area is a City and County beach park. Interpretive kiosk in beach park pavilion. Taking of any marine plant or animal life is prohibited.

Dog Park
Supported by Hui ‘Ilio Hawai’i:  Their current project, and initial reason for organizing, is to establish a public dog park in Hawaii Kai. Once the park is opened, their ongoing goals are to help other dog groups get approval for parks in their respective districts, enhance the opportunities for dogs to get proper exercise and socialization, and promote the licensing, sterilization, vaccination, and good-behavior training of dogs.
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Hawaii Kai Golf Course
With a Championship Course and an Executive Course , Hawaii Kai Golf Course is located in East Honolulu, 13 miles from Waikiki.  While golfing, the Pacific Ocean can be seen from every hole.  On clear days, enjoy a view of Maui and Molokai.  In the winter months, whales can be seen spouting water on their way to waters off Maui to give birth. Beginners as well as advanced golfers find the tropical winds blowing from the ocean not only pleasant but challenging,  making both courses enjoyable to play.

Kamiloiki Community Park Skate Facility
On the corner of Lunalilo Home Road and Hawaii Kai Drive, the park served the residents for years with a softball field and open space, adjacent to Kamiloiki Elementary School.  In 2002, the dream of local residents finally opened.  At a cost of $1,130,000, the roller hockey rink includes an ultra-smooth concrete rink slab, dasher board system, ADA accessible perimeter walkways, players’ boxes, scorekeeper’s and penalty boxes, and chain link safety screens and fencing.  The skateboard facility includes obstacles of various types, galvanized coping and rails, and perimeter fencing.  The skate park was designed with the assistance of the local skateboarding community.
